Jodo Pedro Marnoto, born in 1975 in Porto, Portugal, completes his academic education with a photography degree in the UK in the 1990’s.

Directed his first video documentary while conducting a photography workshop with children from urban and rural areas titled “Be-
tween Us”, addressing the still evident contrast between life in villages and cities from the point of view of the youngsters, with the
end result in a traveling exhibition and the publication of a Book+DVD.

In 2010 finished a photography and video project titled “Faith in Donkeys”, conducted in partnership with an environmental organi-
zation AEPGA (Association for the Study and Protection of Asinine Cattle), with a Book+DVD published in February 2010, and several
open-air exhibitions around Portugal. This work also won Best Portuguese Documentary at Cine Eco International Festival of Environ-
mental Cinema at Serra da Estrela, Seia (2012) and was broadcasted by SIC national TV open channel in 2013 & 2014.
